Biden worked there from 1973 to 2009 and 
is one of its longest-serving senators. Biden has run for nomination as the 
Democratic candidate for president twice previously, in 1988 and 2008, but 
did not win either nomination. He was the vice-president of the US for eight 
years when Barack Obama was the president. In 2020, Joe Biden became the 
Democratic Party’s presidential nominee. 

Biden was the projected winner of the presidential election race as he was 
gaining more votes than Donald Trump. Biden became the USA's 46th president 
in January 2021.

In his first speech following the election, Biden promised to be a president that 
'seeks not to divide, but unify'.

The presidential term of Donald Trump ended in January 2021. 

The president-elect and vice-president-elect were sworn into office on 20th January 
2021. A person serves for four years as president unless re-elected for a second term.

US politicians work in the Senate. Biden first ran for the US Senate in 1972 and 
at the age of 29, he became the fifth-youngest senator in the nation’s history. 
He was re-elected six times (remaining in the Senate from 1973 to 2009)  and is 
one of its longest-serving senators. 

Biden has run for nomination as Democratic candidate for president twice 
previously, in 1988 and 2008, but did not win either nomination.

He was the vice-president of the US for eight years when Barack Obama was the 
president and advised him on a number of policies, such as spending and ways 
to reduce gun crime. They were said to be friends as well as colleagues. He was 
awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom by President Obama on 12th January 
2017. This is the nation’s highest honour for a civilian and Obama referred to 
him as ‘the best vice-president America has ever had.’

In 2020, Joe Biden became the Democratic Party’s presidential nominee. 

After months of campaigning, the elections took place and Biden was pronounced 
the president-elect, with more votes than current president and Republican 
candidate, Donald Trump. He became the USA’s 46th president in January 2021.

In 2017, Biden and his wife set up a charity called The Biden Foundation. The 
charity supported causes such as affordable higher education and jobs for the 
families of military services members. The charity was wound down as Biden 
began running for president.
