
Relative Clauses 

 

Relative clauses are introduced by a relative pronoun. The relative 

pronoun you will use depends on the person or type of thing you are 

writing about. 

Relative pronouns include: 

 Who - a person or people 

 Which - an object, a place or animals 

 That - an object, a place or a person 

 When - a time 

 Where - a place 

 

For example, look at these two simple sentences: 

The Cubs took part in a challenge. They were in their house. 

They were in their house is extra information, so this forms the 

relative clause. 

Below, the relative pronoun, ‘who’, is used to create a relative clause 

so these two simple sentences can be connected. 

The Cubs, who were in their house, took part in a challenge.
